| am not saying these things to all of you; | know the
ones | have chosen. But this fulfills the Scripture that
says, The one who eats my food has turned against
me.’ "1 tell you this beforehand, so that when it hap-
pens you will believe that | Am the Messiah. 2| tell you
the truth, anyone who welcomes my messenger is wel-
coming me, and anyone who welcomes me is welcom-
ing the Father who sent me.”

The dISCIp|e Jesus loved was sitting
next to Jesus at the table.?* Simon Peter motioned to
him to ask, “Who’s he talking about?” % So that disciple
leaned over to Jesus and asked, “Lord, who is it?”

?® Jesus responded, “It is the one to whom | give the
bread | dip in the bowl.” And when he had dipped it, he
gave it to Judas, son of Simon Iscariot. 2 When Judas
had eaten the bread Satan entered into him. Then Je-
sus toId him, “Hurry and do what you’re going to

do.” 2 None of the others at the table knew what Jesus
meant. ?° Since Judas was their treasurer, some
thought Jesus was telling him to go and pay for the
food or to give some money to the poor. *® So Judas
left at once, going out into the night.

3 As soon as Judas left the room, Jesus said, “The
time has come for the Son of Man to enter into his
glory, and God will be glorified because of him. ** And
since God receives glory because of the Son, he will
give his own glory to the Son, and he will do so at
once. ¥ Dear children, | will be with you only a little
longer.

® Jesus told him, “l am the way, the truth, and the I|fe
No one can come to the Father except through me. 7 If
you had really known me, you would know who my Fa-
ther is. From now on, you do know him and have seen
him!”

% Jesus replied, “Have | been with you all this time, Phil-
ip, and yet you still don’t know who | am? Anyone who
has seen me has seen the Father' So why are you ask-
ing me to show him to you? " Don’t you believe that |
am in the Father and the Father is in me? The words |
speak are not my own, but my Father who lives in me
does his work through me. "' Just believe that | am in
the Father and the Father is in me.

22 Judas (not Judas Iscariot, but the other disciple with
that name) said to him, “Lord, why are you going to
reveal yourself only to us and not to the world at
large?”

2 Jesus replied, “All who love me will do what | say.
My Father will love them, and we will come and make
our home with each of them.?* Anyone who doesn’t
love me will not obey me. And remember, my words
are not my own. What | am telling you is from the Fa-
ther who sent me. 2°| am telling you these things now
while | am still with you.?® But when the Father sends
the Advocate as my representative—that is, the Holy
Spirit—he will teach you everything and will remind
you of everything | have told you.

27« am leaving you with a gift—peace of mind and
heart. And the peace | give is a gift the world cannot
give. So don’t be troubled or afraid.?® Remember what
| told you: | am going away, but | will come back to
you again. If you really loved me, you would be happy
that | am going to the Father, who is greater than |
am. 2°| have told you these things before they happen
so that when they do happen, you will believe.

304 don’t have much more time to talk to you, be-
cause the ruler of this world approaches. He has no
power over me, ' but | will do what the Father re-
quires of me, so that the world will know that | love the
Father. Come, let’s be going.
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
